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PROJECT OBJECTIVE:  To encourage students to increase their knowledge of fitness and a variety of sports, by collaborating with their peers on a power-point presentation.  The groups will provide 8 to 12 slides with historical facts, rules, terminology, videos, pictures and a 5 to 10 question quiz following their presentation.
